Use of force issues involving lethal/less lethal methods by Law Enforcement Officer Officers continue to be spotlighted by the news media on an almost daily basis. Those incidents   continue to be examined for their justification and reasonableness under standards set forth in US Supreme Court 
case decisions Graham Vs Conner and Chew Versus Gates. These standards are normally applied to on duty sworn law enforcement officers involved in making an arrest and or defending them self against bodily harm while in the performance of their duties.     

Unlike the on duty Law Enforcement Officer, use of force issues involving a Contract Security Officer or Private Detective will be determined by the totality of the circumstance, judicial interpretation of the criminal statue code and results of a civil tort action.

In both circumstances the justification for use of force and reasonable application of that force will be will be determined by the individuals involved and the totality of the circumstance.  
For Contract Security Officers and Private Detectives the essential element   to be considered, away from the physical incident itself is determining under what legal authority/capacity was the individual and or /agency operating under.

If applicable were they licensed in accordance within the venue and circumstance were the incident occurred.   
 Accordingly all law enforcement agencies and reputable contract security firms have developed policies and procedures to address use of force.
When contracting for security services expectations for the lawful use of force by the contract security officer must be carefully considered by both parties.

This is best accomplished by contractual agreement and clearly defined post watch orders that clearly define the duties and expectations of the contract security force.
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
